The expedition is a two day walk, of 
around 10km, with one night spent 

camping.  You have to carry all your 
own food and equipment (including 
tents!) and plan your own route.

Group members develop their skills 
in map reading, navigation, 
motivation, team-working and gain 
resilience and resourcefulness.
